Local qualifying winners will advance to the official National Collegiate Golf Championship in Las Vegas, November 12-14, 2010.   The CGA and NIRSA will jointly promote and market the event to over 750 colleges and universities.  Over the past seven years the NCGC programs has benefited the NIRSA Foundation, a not-for-profit organization that provides opportunities for students through professional development, research, scholarships, and educational resources.
